Deputy Principal’s Report

Subject Selections

Year 8

Students who are currently in Year 7 will be required to
select a language (Chinese, Japanese or French) for study
during the whole of Year 8. This selection process will
occur in Year 7 language classes before the end of Term
3orearlyin Term 4.

Year 9

Year 8 students received their elective choice sheets at
the Subject information Night on Monday 21 July. They
will be notified which elective choices they have been
placed in as soon as this information is available. At this
stage, | envisage very few clashes and most students
should be successful in gaining their first three choices.
If clashes occur then | will interview the students
concerned and where possible allocate them to their
fourth elective choice.

Year 11

Following the Subject Information Evening on 28 July,
Taster Week and Year 10 interviews, Year 10 are
currently completing their Preliminary Survey of Subject
Interests sheets. These selections are to be handed in on
Friday 15 August and they will then be processed by a
software program and placed into six timetable lines so
as to produce the least number of clashes. Year 10
students will receive a new selection sheet based on these
timetable lines. It is unfortunate but inevitable that some
students will find that their preferred subjects clash and,
as a result, they will need to reconsider their subject
selections. | am more than happy to talk to students and
parents to discuss options for those who are finding that
their selections are not possible.

Year 12

The Board of Studies requires the study of a minimum of
10 units in Year 12 for the HSC. As a result, current Year
11 students may discontinue a course going into Year 12
beginning Term 4 2014. Year 11 students will receive a
Year 12 2015 selection sheet before the end of Term 3.
They will need to indicate which course they will be
discontinuing for their HSC. Students will only be
allowed to discontinue this course after they have
returned this sheet at the beginning of Term 4. Students
who wish to take up an Extension course will need to
obtain approval from the appropriate Head Teacher.
Students would need to gain a mark of 75% or greater in
their yearly examination to be eligible for an Extension
course.

Cybersafety

Cybersmart has developed Chatterbox, an online
platform that allows parents to ‘tune’ in to a series of
short videos and conversations by Cybersmart experts
on a wide variety of cybersafety topics and to ask
questions.  Each video and conversation, released
monthly, addresses the specific issues, behaviours and
safety essentials to help parents make sense of what’s
happening in their child’s online world. Parents are

Leave

Families are expected to utilise the school holiday period
to schedule vacations and therefore minimise disruption
to their daughter’s schooling. Requests for leave during
term time must be submitted to the Principal at least two
weeks prior to the intended leave. Not all requests will
be approved, so please do not purchase airline tickets,
etc. prior to approval being granted. If the leave is
approved, students will be expected to liaise with their
teachers to determine any assessment tasks and/or work
to be completed during their absence from school. This
work MUST be completed and submitted by the due
date as advised by the teacher.

Leaving the school grounds safely

As previously advised, parents should not use the
playground or car parks to drop off or pick up students,
or to complete a U-turn, as such activities increase the
possibility of an accident or injury occurring.

Students in rooms D7-D10 for the last period of the day
may exit using the staff car park to Keary Street. All
other students should use the laneway near the canteen
and exit on to Keary Street close to the pedestrian
crossing. Students should cross Keary Street by using
the pedestrian crossing. Many girls have risked serious
injury by crossing at other points. Students are reminded
to cross the road in time to catch their bus — do not run
across the road as the bus is approaching.

Winter uniform reminder

With the continuation of cold wet weather students
should take all necessary steps to ensure that they have
suitable uniform items to wear to school every day. Any
student unable to wear school uniform should bring a
note of explanation to Mrs Prowle or the Deputy
Principals before school commences to obtain a Uniform
Pass for the day.

Please remember: scarf should be navy; extra
jumper/skivvy should be white and worn under the tunic
or blouse. Jackets or jumpers with hoods are not part of
our uniform and should not be worn.

The UAC 2015 Guide has been distributed to all ATAR
eligible Year 12 students (International Student Guides
have not arrived yet) and parents/students need to be
aware of the following:

e Application is online only and costs $29.00 and
requires a credit card payment, PAYPAL or invoice
may be taken to an Australia Post Outlet.

e A total of nine (9) preferences may be registered.
This includes both Commonwealth Supported Places
(CSP or previously referred to as HECS) and
Domestic Fee-Paying (DFEE) Places.
Commonwealth funded loans are available to
Australian Citizens

e Students who anticipate that they will be absent
during the admissions period can authorize another
person to act on their behalf

e UAC must be notified of a change of address after
confirmation of Board of Studies entries in mid-
September, otherwise details of enrolment in a
course offered may not reach you;

e Applications open on 6 August 2014 and on-time
applications close on Tues 30 September 2014.
Instructions are clearly laid out in the UAC Guide
and online at the UAC website. Please register early
as it can be very difficult to enter the website in the
last week as it gets overloaded with thousands of
other applicants who have left it to the last minute;

e Check prospective courses for additional application
requirements eg. STAT test, questionnaire, audition,
portfolio. Without these, the preference will not be
considered,;

e UAC pin number will be sent to students from UAC
before or on 6 August. If you do not receive one,
contact the University Admission Centre.
http://www.uac.edu.au/

e EAS (Educational Access Scheme) applications for
students who have experienced severe disadvantage
throughout Year 11 and/or Year 12 may be eligible
to apply through UAC. These application forms will
be arriving at the school late July or early August
and are available online at the UAC website.
Evidence must be submitted and the application
must be supported by the School. Please see Ms
Morris if you think you qualify using the criteria on
the UAC Website.

e The majority of Scholarships and Early Entry
Schemes for Universities will close by 30
September. Please allow adequate time for
application completion and for the School to endorse
the application where required.

e Please encourage your daughter to attend as many
University, TAFE or private college Open Days

(August - September) as possible, to ensure that she
makes the most appropriate choices.

Technology and Applied
Studies Report

Year 9 Design and Technology students worked on a
unit focused on sustainability, called “From Chip
packets To Handbags”. They explored the issues created
through waste, and the impacts of these on the
individual, society and the environment, and in
particular how this waste is recycled and upcycled by
poorer communities.

After some experimentation with weaving techniques,
students designed and created functional and
aesthetically pleasing handbags, using empty chip
packet bags.
